Editing, shape, size
The website functions well and is easy to navigate, it doesn’t feel cluttered. The life review is quite  long, but very interesting all the same, I’m not sure how you would have cut it down more without compensating relevant information.


Mix of media, genres and styles 
Considering you’re self confessed difficulties with technology I think the mind maps you did were really good and a functional use of a different media. And I like the style and layout of the report. I think the life review page could have done with a few photos to break up the text. The appendix felt a bit empty of other media besides the video, perhaps some photos of your artwork, other crafts or something like that? It seems like you are on a path to improving your digital literacy so I’m sure future projects will have more mixed media and the like.


Management of Output Packet Creation 
You got the project report done on time and most work required, I think the only thing missing is your learning journal extracts but I think your process review was very good. Also a Project Synopsis at the beginning of the report would be beneficial.


Design Skills

I think the thought processes you’ve gone through are clear in your report and each part of the report flows well on to the next. Especially your skill flex and action learning pathway. Your project review shows really good design skills as you evaluate what you have done, it’s good that you’ve done a time review but it might be a good idea to estimate the actually hours it took as well as the percentages. Good that you have provided a resource list as well.

Despite missing learning journal extracts, I think your project has some very good reflective observation, in both your process review and your life review.



Active Experimentation (Use of piloting and trials) 
From your report it seems like you have been experimenting with carrying out ideas and ‘having a go’ (raw food, homeopathy etc.) but it would be nice to see some evidence in your appendix (photos, recipes, a short paragraph).
Outcomes 

This is a great start to your overall diploma and I think it easily shows where the next steps are for you in the course. It seems like this project as given you are really stable foothold with which to carry on your  diploma journey.

I think the effort you put in to using technology that you are uncomfortable with is admirable. And it’s good to see you already stepping outside your comfort zone.
